Arrowood Homeowners Association Meeting July 11, 2000

The meeting was called to order by Tom DeWispelaere at 7:50 PM at the DeWispelaere home.

1. Review of old business

A. Review of June’s meeting minutes & financial documents.

B. Movie night: Tom read Article 5, Section 1, item j of the AHOA Covenants “such other costs and expenses as may be determined by the Board of Directors in order to promote the recreation, health and welfare of the residents in the Property and the improvements and maintenance of the Common Area.” This was in response to concerns voiced by residents over the costs  of leasing a film for community showing. It was agreed that “Movie night” would be scheduled as a trial.

C. Front Landscaping: Repairs have been made. The bill for services has been received. Steve has requested a beautification plan from JD Lawn service.

2. Discussion of New Business

A. The Board is receiving increasing numbers of complaints from homeowners about architectural violations by other homeowners. Tom suggested forming committees for “neighborhood inspections” made up of representative homeowners. This was agreed to by the attending Board members. Each Board member will submit the name of a possible committee member to Tom within 4 weeks. An announcement will be placed in the next newsletter.

B. A delinquent homeowner had their court appearance scheduled for today. No word yet on the outcome.

C. Tom gave a brief report of the Evergreen Terrace county zoning hearing. The request was approved by the zoning board. The county commissioners are to review it on 7/25. Groundbreaking could occur as early as this spring.

D. Tom passed around building plans and other info he received about the new Manassas Church of Christ which will be located across Signal Hill Road opposite the community.

E. Comcast is now working in the neighborhood digging lots of holes.

F. Tom gave a report on the recent ARC violation notice that had been sent and the response from the homeowner. An application for repainting a driveway has been withdrawn after meeting with the homeowner and the same homeowner asked for a waiver of the 30 day notice in staining his deck. This homeowner will attend the next meeting to present his reasons for staining his deck with a non natural pigment.

G. A call was received about homeowners on Fruitwood Court refusing to  allow PWCSA access to the easement abutting their property. Some of the homeowners have threatened lawsuits and Riggs Bank is considering forfeiting the bond it is holding for the builders. The result of the forfeiture would be that the streets would not be completed and the county may not maintain them. Tom recommended consulting the Board’s attorney, Mr. Coulter about this issue.

H. Steve reported that several dead trees had been removed from the community buffer area behind homes in the Station Rd. cul-de-sac at a cost of $650.00.

I. Logan presented documents and an application for the Arrowood Homeowners Association to Adopt a Highway, specifically the stretch of Signal Hill Road to Moore Drive. The Board agreed to submission of the application if Signal Hill Road  were still available. Logan will follow up on the application and availability of the road.

J. An email was received by a homeowner warning of vehicle vandalism occurring to cars parked along Arrowood Drive. The County Police promised more “drive throughs”. The homeowner suggested a Community Watch program. Krista and Steve will meet with him.

K. Steve will look into having the tennis court fence repaired. Homeowner Clayton Miller purchased and installed a new basketball net for the community.

L. Byron presented a new ARC application for review. Lot# 227 requests a rear fence. The application was approved with provision of a note attached stating the fence cannot come within 7 feet of the rear 
M. Tom created, with the Boards approval, a new Quickbooks account for the Association specifically for Awards and Recognition.
3. Resident/member discussion and comments:  Patricia Sisk attended the board meeting, but provided no discussion or comments.
