The meeting was called to order at 7:36PM by Tom at Buckhall Fire Department.

1. Previous meeting minutes were reviewed. Tom motioned to accept the minutes with 3 typo corrections. Logan 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

2. Krista met with Prince William County when they came out to the site of resident beavers between the playground and at the end of Barnwood Road. Krista was told the pond where the beavers are residing is Federally Protected Wetlands. The county stated that they would try to let the water out and they would try to relocate the beavers (also the beavers in the SWM area).

3. Krista stated that she spoke with Prince William County and the remainder of the roads in our community are still scheduled to be completed by the end of October.

4. Tom asked Krista to have the County come out and count the cars at the intersection of Signal Hill Road and Lindenwood Road again. There have been 2 accidents in the last 60 days.

5. The following food was agreed on by the board members for the community picnic: hotdogs, hamburgers, rolls, condiments, chips, soda, juice and bottled water.

6. 6. Krista called Coleb Karashi at Prince William County in regards to the culvert in the SWM area. They have been playing phone tag and have not spoken as of today.

7. Krista stated the article in the newsletter on the playground equipment had an error in it. She said the board did not agree on the playground equipment company.

8. Krista has a volunteer to put together the community directory.

9. There was not a lot of participation in the community garage in September. The board has decided to continue with the May and September garage sales to keep down the traffic during garage sale season.

10. The adopt a highway re-schedule date of September 15th will be re-scheduled again as only 4 people showed up. Logan will reschedule at the November meeting.

11. Krista said that she would keep the lines of communication open with Mr. Nash and Evergreen Terrace. 

12. The financial aging summary needs to be reported as of 9/30/01 not 10/03/01. Logan will correct.

13. Krista is planning the community Holiday Event on Saturday 12/08/01, 11AM at Buckhall Fire Department. Santa and Mrs. Claus will be attending. This agenda will be completed at the November board meeting.

14. Tom asked the board members to think about how much money to donate to Buckhall Fire Department this year. Decision to be made at the November board meeting.

15. Krista stated that she was going to attend the Homeowners Leadership Institute Seminar. The board will cover the $10 registration fee. Everyone was in favor and thought that it was a good idea. 

16. There was a discussion about HOA issues involving our HOA attorney Donald Coulter. Krista feels that the entire board should be aware when any board member approaches Mr. Coulter about HOA issues. Krista stated that if everything is documented we could use the documentation for the future. Tom said the board is not charged for verbal advise but is charged for all documented advise. The board will complete the discussion in November when all board members are present.

17. Diane stated the HOA board needs to become united. Everyone is entitled to there own opinion but every board member must stand behind the outcome of any vote of the board. 

18. The board received an ARC complaint. The complaint was about 3 American Flags that are hanging incorrectly in our community. Krista will forward the complaint to Ralph to deal with. 

19. Tom received an e-mail from a resident having difficulties with a neighbor about children playing in his pipestem driveway. The resident spoke to his neighbor and the neighbor said that a pipestem driveway is “common property”. The resident wants to paint “Private Property” on the end of his driveway. (The resident is concerned about the children’s safety and that the children don’t move when he is entering or exiting his driveway.) The board will continue the discussion in November.

20.  It has been reported to the board that there is a Car Detailing business being run in our neighborhood. This is a County issue.

Tom made a motion to end the meeting. Diane 2nd the motion, all in favor. Meeting adjourned at 8:55PM.
