The meeting was called to order at 7:40PM by Tom at Buckhall Fire Department.

1. Previous meeting minutes were reviewed. Logan motioned to accept the minutes with 4 changes. Ron 2nd the motion and all were in favor.

2. Krista had a conversation with Mr. Nash from Evergreen Terrace. Mr. Nash claims that he had permission to do things on our property. This could not be true, as the County and Mr. Nash have been informed that the Resolution has been revoked by our community vote.

3. Ralph requested to see the Evergreen file. Ralph is to stop by Diane’s house to review the file.

4. Krista is to find out the cost to have the beavers that are living in the “pond” relocated.

5.  JD Lawn Service has been asked if it is possible to cut the entire SWM area and provide a quote to the Board of Directors.

6. Tom talked about the cost of sending out paper copies to all residents of the latest ARC Documents. The board has been discussing re-writing the ARC Guidelines again with members of the community. Since they are available on our web page and the discussion of re-writing the ARC Guidelines the board is not going to mail out copies. There will be a newsletter article in the October Newsletter.

7. Krista reported that the remainder of the roads in our neighborhood has been turned over to Prince William County.

8. Krista presented ideas for the Halloween Parade and community picnic. Ideas presented were as follows:

9. Ron made a motion to remove a comment in the August meeting minutes that a resident said was misquoted. Krista 2nd the motion. All were in favor.

10. Krista is to contact Prince William County about the culvert behind the Moyers home on Station Road. The ground is eroding around the culvert.

11. Ron and Paul are to check into the light at the playground. Can we have it moved closer to the playground equipment? Or what would be the cost to add a 2nd light at the playground. 

12. Playground equipment: There will be another newsletter article in the October Newsletter along with a vote form. All votes are due to Diane by October 31st. Cyndi Acocelli made a few suggestions on how to present the playground equipment. Diane will use these suggestions for a presentation at the Community Picnic / Halloween Parade.

13. Krista discussed the Neighborhood Directory that she is trying to put together. She has approximately 35 forms turned in. She will write a newsletter article.

14. Community yard sale is set for September 29th. Ron is to deal with the signs and Diane is to place the ad in the paper.

15. Logan: The Adopt-a-Highway is rescheduled to September 15th as no one showed up September 8th.

16. Ralph asked about the back entrance to our neighborhood. Tom stated that the bond has not been released and the entrance sign and landscaping are proffered in the bond. Should the HOA clean the area along ditch where the sign will go? Ralph and Krista are to deal with this issue.

5. Mark Van Pelt asked about the ARC complaint that he turned into the board. Tom told him that it would be discussed in Executive Session, as it is the right of the homeowner to privacy. 

6. Brenda Van Pelt asked why the September meeting was moved to the 2nd Wednesday in September. The board has had the September meeting late for the last few years due to the holiday and school starting. The meeting change was posted on our web page.

Ron made a motion at 9:45 to end the public session and begin the Executive Session. Diane 2nd the motion. All were in favor.

Ron gave the results of the Boards findings on the ARC complaint received from Mark Van Pelt. The complaint was about a front porch on Dairy Maid Court. It was the Boards findings that the porch is in compliance. The vote was 3 for, 2 against and 1 abstain. Ron proceeded to read a letter from our Attorney Donald Coulter on the subject.
